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1. Attach the axle (Item 2) to the bottom side of the trailer (Item 1) with 7/16 x 1 1/4 bolts (Item 11) and 7/16 lock
washer (Item 12).
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2. Attach the universal pivot (Item 3) to the axle (Item 2) with 3/8 x 3 1/4 bolt (Item 18) and 3/8 nylon lock nut (Item 16).
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3. Attach the tongue (Item 4) to the universal pivot (Item 3) with 3/8 x 2 1/2 bolt (Item 17) and 3/8 nylon lock nut
(Item 16).
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4. Attach the coupler (Item 7) to the tongue (Item 4) with 7/16 x 3 1/4 bolts (Item 13), 7/16 washer ((Item 19) and 7/16
nylon lock nuts (Item 14).

5. Attach the tipper latch (Item 6) to the tongue (Item 4) with 3/8 x 2 1/2 bolts (Item 17) and nylon lock nuts (Item 16).
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6. Hold up tongue bracket (Item 5) to front of trailer (Item 1). Mark the two holes to be drilled. Drill the two holes with
3/8 bit. Attach the tongue bracket (Item 5) to the trailer (Item 1) with 3/8 x 1 1/4 bolts (Item 15), 3/8 washer (Item 20)
and 3/8 nylon lock nuts (Item 16).

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6. Slide wheel (Item 8) onto axle (Item 2). Turn castle nut (Item 9) onto axle finger tight. Push cotter pin (Item 10)
through slots in castle nut (Item 9) and hole in axle (Item 2). Bend cotter pin (Item 10) over. Do the same for the
other side.
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
